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MassHealth (Standard)
MassHealth, also known as Medicaid, is a state/ federal health insurance program for low income, low assets US citizens.  If you are 65+ and have monthly income of <$887 (1 person) and no more than $2000 in assets, you may be eligible.  A couple (65+) may have up to $1187 a month combined income and $3,000 or less in assets. MassHealth may pay all doctor, hospital, etc. bills as well as long term care services in home or in a nursing facility.  Call the statewide MassHealth Enrollment Center at 1-888-665-9997 for information and to apply.
MassHealth Buy-In

If you are not eligible for Standard MassHealth, persons 65+ with Medicare may be eligible to have Medicare Part B premiums paid for by MassHealth if your income is $1191 or less and assets are $4000 or less for 1 person.  For a couple the income test is $1596/month or less and assets of $6000 or less.

MassHealth Home & Community Based Waiver Program

There are some exceptions to the basic eligibility requirements for Standard MassHealth as shown above.  If a person or one member of a couple has income or assets above the requirements but is functionally impaired enough to require personal care for carrying out activities of daily living, s/he may still be eligible for MassHealth under a waiver program.  To determine eligibility, call the local Aging Services Access Points (ASAPs) for a home visit. (see page 28+ )
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Senior Care Options (SCOs)

A SCO is a Medicare-MassHealth partnership for dual-eligible seniors.  A SCO is a comprehensive health plan that covers all the services reimbursable under Medicare and MassHealth through a senior care organization and its network of providers. 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INCOME

Emergency Aid to the Elderly, Disabled, and Children  (EAEDC)
EAEDC is a state-funded income program for those who meet all eligibility.  For the elderly, one must be 65+, citizen or legal immigrant, waiting for Supplemental Security Income (SSI) to begin or be ineligible for SSI but meet all other eligibility requirements for EAEDC such as income, assets, etc. This program is for those who have no/little income and/or assets.  Apply at your local office of the Massachusetts Department of Transitional Assistance. (see Blue Pages of telephone directory)

Supplemental Security Income (SSI)

Supplemental Security Income (SSI) is a state/federal income assistance program administered by the Social Security Adminis-tration.  Some eligibility requirements include income and asset test, US citizenship, must be 65+, blind or disabled, etc.  Individuals receiving SSI are automatically eligible for MassHealth.  Apply at your local Social Security office. (see Blue Pages of telephone directory)    
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LONG TERM HOME CARE
While short-term home care is usually provided by certified home health agencies such as the VNA and covered by health insurance after a stay in the hospital, many seniors also need ongoing home care for chronic problems.
Aging Services Access Points (ASAPs)

There are 27 ASAPs covering all cities and towns in Massachusetts.  The ASAPs are private, not-for-profit eldercare agencies that administer most home care programs offered in Massachusetts. If you are unable to carry out any of your activities of daily living such as bathing, cooking, dressing, shopping, etc., you should call your local ASAP to see if you are eligible for services. If eligible, most of the cost for these services will be paid by the state/federal government, you may be asked to make a small monthly co-pay.

MEDICATIONS

Medicare Part D
In just the past few years Medicare enrollees have gained access to prescription coverage either through their Medicare Advantage Plan (HMO) or by enrolling in a ‘Medicare D’ plan.   For the first time in the history of Medicare these new benefits would not be provided directly by Medicare like Parts A and B, but would instead be provided by private health insurance plans.  As a result, there are dozens of plans available with varying costs for premiums, deductibles, co-insurance, etc., as well as large differences in what drugs each plan covers.  It is essential that Medicare enrollees get assistance in comparing these plans and their costs. Call MassMedline at 866-633-1617.  
Extra Help Benefit
Social Security offers eligible persons ‘extra help’ towards the cost of prescriptions when enrolled in the Medicare D program.  In 2008, 

your annual income had to be at or below $15,600 for an individual or $21,000 for a married couple living together.  Assets must be $11,990 or less for an individual and $23,970 for a couple. Apply at your local Social Security office. (see Blue Pages in telephone directory)

Prescription Advantage

Prescription Advantage is a state-funded drug 
assistance program for non-MassHealth beneficiaries.  It helps qualified members with Medicare D plans pay premiums, deductibles and co-pays.

An eligible person must be age 65 and over and not have gross household income above 500% of Federal Poverty Level, as well as meet other requirements. For information or application call 800-243-4636.
Partnership for Prescription Assistance

MassMedline

The MassMedline is a free, confidential service offered by the Mass School of Pharmacy.  They can assist with information about your medi-cations including side effects, etc. as well as help you access medication programs.
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RENTAL HOUSING
Public Housing for Elderly
Public Housing developments are apartments that are built and subsidized by either the state or federal government and are managed by local Housing Authorities.  To live in state assisted elderly public housing, you must be at least 60 years old.  To live in federally funded elderly housing, you must be at least 62 years old. Income guidelines vary from year to year and region to region; ask your local housing authority the income qualification for your area. Most persons in public housing pay 30% of income for rent.  (Find Housing Authority in the telephone Blue Pages under ‘city’)
Housing Choice Voucher Program (HCVP)

Rental assistance is also available to help low-income persons rent apartments on the private market.  The Section 8 Housing Choice Voucher Program is a federal program that makes funds available through the local housing authority or a regional housing agency.*   Eli-gibility is based on gross income.  75% of all households selected to receive Section 8 must have incomes within 30% of the area median income; 25% of Section 8 house-holds can have incomes up to 50% of median.  Section 8 recipients generally pay between 30 and 40 percent of their income for rent.  Section 8 pays the difference to the landlord.

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RENTAL HOUSING (continued)

Massachusetts Rental Voucher Program (MRVP)

The Massachusetts Rental Voucher Program is administered through a regional housing agency.*  The program is funded annually by the state legislature. There are ‘mobile’ vouchers which may be used anywhere in the state and ‘project-based’ vouchers restricted to specific housing. Income may be no more than 200% of the federal poverty level. The wait list for these vouchers is usually closed.

Congregate housing offers no medical services nor supervision of residents.  A service coordinator assists in obtaining needed community services and oversees the carrying out of residents’ job responsibilities. Eligibility includes age 60+, low income, be able to live in shared environment, etc.

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REVERSE MORTGAGE

The Home Equity Conversion Mortgage (HECM) is FHA’s reverse mortgage program which enables you to withdraw some of the equity in your home.  Unlike ordinary home equity loans, a FHA reverse mortgage HECM does not require repayment as long as the home is your principal residence.  Lenders recover their principal, plus interest, when the home is sold.  The remaining value of the home goes to you or your heirs.

The amount you can borrow depends on your age, the current interest rate, other loan fees, and the appraised value of your home or FHA’ HECM mortgage limit for your area, whichever is less.

It is important to speak with a counselor who is knowledgeable about the program’s eligibility requirements, financial implications and alternatives.

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TAX CREDIT

The ‘circuit breaker credit’ is a real estate tax credit for eligible persons 65 and older.

Certain taxpayers age 65 or older may be eligible to claim a refundable credit on their state income taxes for the real estate taxes paid during the tax year on the residential property they own or rent in Massachusetts that is used as their principal residence.  

For the tax year 2008, the maximum credit allowed by both renters and homeowners is $930.

In addition to meeting the above requirements, the taxpayer’s total income cannot exceed $49,000 for a single filer who is not head of the household, $62,000 for a head of household or $74,000 for taxpayers filing jointly and for homeowners the assessed value of the home cannot exceed $793,000.

There are many other conditions that must be met to be eligible so it is important to speak with your accountant or Massachusetts Department of Revenue.
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TRANSPORTATION

Aging Services Access Points (ASAPs)
The ASAPs may be able to provide transportation to persons needing life-savings treatment such as dialysis, radiation or chemo-therapy if all eligibility is met for state funded home care. Also, seniors receiving other state home care services and not eligible for MassHealth, may also be provided with transportation to the doctor. (see pages 28+ )

MassHealth

MassHealth, the government subsidized health insurance for low income persons, provides transportation for medical visits upon certifi-cation from the doctor that the patient is unable to travel any other way.
MBTA Reduced Fares for Seniors

Seniors (65+) can ride local buses for $0.40, inner express buses for $1.40 and outer ex-press buses for $2.00.  Seniors can also ride the MBTA subway service for $0.60 and commuter rail or boat services for 50% off the regular full fare.  In addition, seniors can purchase a monthly pass (good for unlimited travel on local bus and subway) for $20.  Discounted rides and passes require a Senior CharlieCard available at the Senior & Access Pass Office located at Back Bay station or the Senior/TAP ID center at downtown crossing.
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Regional Transit Authorities

Regional Transit Authorities provide rides for medical (and social) appointments for those deemed to be disabled.  A senior must complete one part of the application and their doctor must complete the other certifying that the person is unable to use regular public transportation. The cost for the ride is nominal.  The following is a list of Regional Transit Authorities:
